JUST A LITTLE DATA

The Birth of Uncle Sam

Uncle Sam was not an imaginary figure. He was [8#ptembe
13, 1766, in Arlington, Massachusetts. He was f{fib on of
Edward Wilson, a Massachusetts Minuteman. His navas
Samuel Wilson. At the age of nine, he helped malke Iballs,
prepare supplies and served as a messenger f@otbaials. He|
shouldered a musket at the tender age of 13. Saniilsdn died
in Troy, New York, July 31, 1854. He was interred@akwood
Cemetery in that city. At the age of 23 he andbmither settled
in Troy and began a business, a brick-making Ktlflourished

due to the consideration he gave his employeesiedesented

decency, honesty, fair play, and won the respectlbtthose
around him. But how did he become Uncle Sam? InWae of
1812, he operated a slaughterhouse and stampebathels of
beef —U.S.”

The soldiers from Troy designated the beef as, f&Jfgam’s,”
indicating it was furnished by Samuel Wilson. Othecruits,
thinking that the term was applied to the letterand S standin
for the United States, began using the term “UnSlam”
figuratively, for the United States. This interin was picked
up by other soldiers who began to call everythialphbging to the
government, “Uncle Sam’s.”

By an act of the 87th Congress of the United Stdtegollowing
Resolution was adopted September 15, 1961. “Resdbyethe
Senate (the House of Representatives concurring} the
Congress salutes “Uncle Sam” Wilson of Troy, NewRk/@s the
progenitor of America’s symbol of “Uncle Sam.” Orci@ber 18,
1980, a celebration was held in Troy to unveil anoment
dedicated to Uncle Sam Wilson who became the synalq
freedom throughout the world.
