Americans had made the ultimate sacrifice. 
 

THIS D-DAY IN PARIS: As an homage to these heroes, and to the 

estimated 180,000 others, who also made the ultimate sacrifice for 
the liberation of France, the association “The French Will Never 

Forget”  with help from the French authorities are planning a tribute 
on June 6, 2024. 

 

ON THE RIVER SEINE (JUNE 6TH @ 16h30): 
 

- Unfurling 1944 U.S. and French flags carried by children on the 

Pont de Grenelle, near the replica of the Statue of Liberty on the 
river Seine in Paris. 

- Bring together officials, organizations and patriotic associations at 
the base of the statue and along the Pont de Grenelle for official 

speeches, national anthems, parades of vintage military vehicles, 

brass band, etc. 
- One of the major goals is to create a historic photo (similiar to our 

past programs) which represents the strong bonds and symbol of 

Franco-American friendship (with the Statue of Liberty, French and 
American national flags, and the Eiffel Tower in the background).
