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Every summer throughout France liberation ceremonies take
place, this year a new Never Forget garden was planted to
commemorate the Unknown Soldier and the 80th Anniversary of
D-Day.

Special thank you to Paris Post 1's Auxiliary for attending the
Liberation Day ceremony in Montargis, France, and for creating a
new Never Forget garden in honor of the Unknown Soldier.

Montargis was liberated on August 23, 1944 by the 35th Infantry

Division. The 35th landed at Omaha Beach between July 5 and 7,

1944, and they engaged in the bloody operations of the Battle of
the Hedges, and the liberation of Saint-Lo.

In August 1944, 35th Division fought into the Mortain-Avranches
sector. After the collapse of the Nazi front in Normandy, it crossed
France via Orléans and Sens.

Forget garden in France!

Before and after the Nazi occupation of Montargis, a reminder of
the sacrifice endured to ensure a free Montargis and France.

On Sunday, June 19, 1940, the first armored units entered the
town of Montargis. There were several deadly clashes between
German soldiers and retreating French troops. During these
battles, many civilians also lost their lives.

During the occupation, the German authorities organized
numerous parades to show the omnipresent power of the
Wehrmacht. Before and after photos (above and below the same
place in Montargis) where a German detachment paraded

in Place Mirabeau during WWII.

in north-eastern France. It is located in the Warndt Basin, and is a
border town with Germany, wedged between Stiring-Wendel and
Saarbrucken.

TheB-24 fAGingero took off from
bombing mission over the Farben chemical works in
Ludwigshafen during World War Il. Just after bombs were
dropped, the plane was hit by fire.

One of the engines cut out, dropping the plane to 10000 feet. The
crew set the plane on a course to avoid the nearby town of
Schineck and bail ed eosustainingmmaghiaer
gun fire in the descent. Some crew died during the descent, and
others were captured.

The village of Busloup, France established two camps with the
help of the British Military Intelligence Section 9 (MI9) in spring
1944 in anticipation of D-Day. From May-Aug 1944, they hid and
successfully exfiltrated 159 airmen including Americans for 3-4
months beginning in May 1944.

This year, a stele was inaugurated in honor of these heroes, and
a camp was reconstructed in the woods from photos taken by a
Canadian airman at the time.

Since 1962, an annual ceremony also occurs at the Stele des
Aviateurs near Villebout not far away.

American historian and tour guide, Diana Condon, took Paris
Post 1 veteran Pierre Oury on the trail the aviators took to the
camp.
